Coaches are restricted from organizing play in the state titles until two weeks prior to
the PlayVS preseason for registration, tryouts, and organization. The season would end with the
MPA/PlayVS championship. Summer is open to all activity until the MPA two-week Hands-off Period
prior to fall sports.
